Need Proof Of

Social Security Income

You can visit the Social Security web-
site at www.socialsecurity.gov/
onlineservices/ and request a “Proof of In-
come” letter. This letter is sometimes
called a “budget letter,” a “benefits letter”
or a “proof of award letter.”

At the website you will be asked a se-
ries of simple questions designed to verify
your identity and to protect your personal
information.

You can select the information you
would like on your proof of income letter.
This means that you can also use it as
proof of a disability, of your current Medi-
care health insurance coverage, of your
retirement status or of your age.

Your Proof of Income letter will arrive in
the mail in about 10 days after you request
it. It is important to remember, however,
that you can request a letter only for your-
self. For example, if your spouse also re-
ceives benefits then he or she must re-
quest a separate letter. If you need proof
sooner, you can contact your local So-
cial Security office.
