New Business 
1.  Site Plan review, Jewish Nursing Home.  Request for waiver for additional Parking;  Attorney Peter Shrair – Not Present.

2.  Longmeadow Field Club -  Request for waiver from Site and Design Review – 7:22 pm-  Mr. Richard Curran provided a complete application and fee for 50 Wolf Swamp Road requesting a waiver of Site and Design Review detailing alterations to the existing building and construction of a fifth paddle ball court.  The Planning Board reviewed the plan provided; Case number 20110504, the Board agreed that this is a unique situation due to the set backs and location of the existing building.  There was much discussion regarding the location of the new construction being inside the setback requirements (16” from the property line) to the abutting property.  The issue is that the abutting property is owned by WMECo, the existing building is pre-existing and non-conforming, however; the applicant has been in a lease agreement with the abutter since 1964 and provided a copy of that agreement. (Exhibit C)  The Planning Board came to a consensus that the applicant needs to go before the ZBA to apply for a variance or suggested obtaining written permission from WMECo to construct as the plan specifies. 

Mr. Curran provided several pictures for clarification (Exhibit A & B)   The Board decided to continue the discussion until the June 1st meeting, on the condition that the applicant is going to redesign the plan to comply with the current by-laws.
3. Pride Gas Station, preliminary discussion, expansion South of station,  1730 Longmeadow St.    7:02 pm -  Mr. Bolduc informed the Planning Board that Pride will be purchasing an abutting parcel of land in Connecticut at the station located at 1730 Longmeadow Street.  It is his intention to add another pump which would decrease the cars backing up into the street, allows more room for traffic flow and additional parking as well.  He also shared plans to demolish the existing building and rebuild.  Mr. Bolduc was advised to research zoning of the strip of land he owns in-between the two parcels.  The Board briefly discussed the plan presented and offered some suggestions, specifically improving the traffic flow exiting onto Longmeadow Street.  Mr. Bolduc will have VHB will do a traffic study and research island modification.  He requested to come before the Board on June 1, 2011 for Site and Design Review.

4. St. Mary’s Church – 8:10 pm-  After reviewing the plan provided by Joanne Denver, representing St. Mary’s, Mr. Gunn made a motion to amend the original Site and Design, case number 20100203 to include the addition of sidewalks on the tree belt as shown on Exhibit Z.  Mr. Johansen seconded the motion and it carried 4:0.  Mr. Nolet was absent.
